Grading Policy: Grading is based on a scale of 100 pts (100-94.5 = A; 94.4-90.5 = A-; 90.4-87.5
B+; 87.4-82.5 = B; 82.4-79.5 = B-; 79.4-74.5 = C+; 74.4-70.5 = C; 70.4-65.5 = C-; 65.4-60.5 = D;
60.4 or below reflects failure to successfully complete the course). N.B.: 90 is not an A on this
scale.

Attendance Policy: Attendance is mandatory. Students are expected to have contacted the
instructor during the add/drop period if they have an attendance conflict. Students will be
responsible for any assignments given during the add/drop period. Five failures to attend before
midpoint will result in withdrawal from the class with a W; a cumulative total of five absences
before and after midpoint will result in relative reduction of the student's participation grade; a
cumulative total of ten absences will result in a grade of WF. it is absolutely the students
responsibility to track her or his attendance record. One absence will be counted for every two
class periods during which attendance is deemed incomplete. Incomplete attendance includes,
but is not limited to, arriving or departing 10 minutes within a class period; unpreparedness
(incomplete assignment, not bringing text to class); inattentive or disruptive behavior; sleeping in
class; eating in class; reading extraneous material; doing homework for another class, etc. A
courtesy call or email announcing unavoidable absences are appreciated.

Policy for make-up of examinations: There are no make-up exams administered after the
scheduled date. if a student has a dire conflict, it must be made known to the instructor before the
exam date and a test may be administered before the scheduled date. If a student misses an
exam without prior notification, it may be cause for withdrawal. Appeal of this policy is only
considered with documentation from the Office of Student Affairs. Grades are based on Final
Exam 25%, Creative Project 20%; Class Participation/Attendance 20%; Quizzes, Homework, In-
Class Assignments 20%; Mid-Term Exam 15%.
